7) Content/Organization (50 pts) – The scrapbook should display a variety of photos and other items (ex. Flyers, banquet programs, accessories) in a neat and orderly fashion.  Each individual page should be arranged in a manner that is not overly distracting or cluttered.  Captions should be used to describe the various activities throughout the book.  Care should be taken to only display items that are consistent with the values and standards upheld by the National Sorority.
8) Creativity/Neatness (25 pts) – The book should incorporate interesting layouts, shapes, graphics, colors, stickers, etc. to provide interest and variety.  The creative aspect of the book should enhance without distraction. 
9) Diversification (25 pts) – The scrapbook should reflect the chapter’s activities for at least one year.  The book should reflect the chapter’s promotion of the agricultural industry and demonstrate the group’s activities in the areas of scholarship, leadership, service, professional development and sisterhood.    

Each judge can award up to 100 points per applicant.

All information on this application is true to the best of my knowledge.  I am aware that the scrapbooks will be displayed following judging at National Convention and agree not to hold the National Sorority or the National Alumni Association for any damage that may occur.
