Examples include photographs, newspaper articles, handouts, thank you notes received, and promotional materials used.   (25 points)

Five (5) points will be awarded for your advisor’s signature and 5 points will be awarded for following the directions.  Three judges will read each application.  Each part of the application has been assigned a point value.  Each judge can award up to 100 points per applicant, with a grand total of 300 points available.
